André Freire (1961R2024)

André Freire, professor at Iscte and researcher at CIES, passed away on October 30, 2024, in Lis-

bon.

Throughout a remarkable academic career, André Freire stood out for his dedication to teaching
and his invaluable contribution to understanding politics in Portugal and Europe, leaving a legacy

of excellence and inspiration for all those who had the privil ege of working alongside him.

Known for his integrity and commitment to democratic ideals, André Freire mentored several gen-
erations of students and researchers, generously sharing his vast knowledge and fostering critical

thinking and academic rigor.

His research, publications and public interventions will remain a reference in Political Science stud-
ies, especially on topics such as electoral systems, political parties and electoral behavior, areas in

which he worked with depth and originality.

André Freire was a Full Professor at the School of Sociology and Public Policy, Director of the PhD

in Political Science and Coordinator of the CIES -Iscte research group on Politics and Citizenship.
He was also Director of the Observatory of Democracy and Political Representation, an infrastruc-
ture that aims to consolidate the tradition of study on democratic political representation, through

research on elected representatives and voters, citizen participation and the link between voters

and public policie s.

His departure leaves an irreparable void in the academic field and in the lives of all those who lived
with him, but his legacy will endure in his publications, research projects and as a theorist in the

field of political science.

Its research makes use of plural theoretical and methodological approaches focusing the social

inequalities trends, class restructuring, and the reconfiguration of employment and work condi-

The research on media focuses on the study of communication as a total social phenomenon
translated in the adoption and practice of networked communication. The sociological study of

media developed at CIES aims to capture and explain the human practices, soc ial relations and
social order brought by the social adoption of networked communication . The work is carried with
a central focus of research in the Portuguese society but also expanding our attention to contem-

porary societies in Europe and into the Po rtuguese speaking world.

From a sociological perspective and with t he central focus on the Portuguese society , culture is
studied at CIES on several interrelated areas, public policies, management and mediation, access,

participation and audiences and creative and cultural work.
The core strategic objectives of CIES for research on Media & Culture can be summarized as follows:

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Although the topics are heterogeneous, the group shares the same historiographical perspective,

which consists in approaching History not from a national(istic) point of view but by reinforcing

the processes of global integration of space on a planetary scale. This is the distinctive feature of

the Grou p.

The Group develops historical research in the following areas:

- History of population and demography: studies on the demography, history of the family,

and systems of marriages in the Modern and Early Modern Periods, with a particular focus

on the so -called "Portuguese Empire" from the eighteenth century to the early nineteenth
century.
- Economic history: a traditional research field among | scte historians since Miriam Halpern

Pereira launched the History Group back in the 1980s. Research tended to focus on the key
moments, such as the so  -called Pombalismo (second half of the 18th century) and the Lib-
eralismo and Regeneracado in the nineteenth cen tury. Recently, recent studies have ap-

proached the land -property, gender, and social division of work and rural history.

- History of contemporary social movements: focused particularly on the opposition move-

ments to the dictatorship that ruled Portugal from 1926 to 1974. Particular attention has

been paid to student opposition and its relationship with the establishment of the demo-
cratic system in the 1970 s and subsequent periods . This line has explored "new" historic

methods and approaches such as "Oral History" and the "History of Present time".
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- History of crime and social control: stemming from studies in Social History, this area of
study has consolidated in the last couple of decades, covering research on a wide range of

issues (explanatory frameworks and the dynamics of crime, the police and criminal justice,

among others). Curren tly, it focuses on the study of transnational circulations of criminal
practices and the development of new strategies to control them, namely through cooper-

ation between police and diplomatic authorities of various countries. It covers  geographical
areas that international historiography tends to ignore: Southern Europe (Portugal, Spain,

and ltaly) and South America (Brazil and Argentina).

- History of science, technology, and energy: History of science, in its broad definition, is one

the core areas of the Group. The research deals with a variety of topics, from the confession-
alization of science in the seventeenth century, with studies focusing, for example, on the

Jesuit scientific activities, to the history of nuclear energy and its different uses , including
households, industry, and war. Intimately related to these areas of research, the Group is

delving into the Environmental History and history of the Anthropocene.

As mentioned, the global, comparative, and transnational perspective is common to the whole

research topics . This historiographical approach has paved the way to integrate the Group in in-
ternational projects, research networks, and academic associations. These are the cases, for exam-

ple, of projects directed by Group's members such as RESISTANCE (H2020) or in which Group's
members are Co -Pl as in the project E3GLOBAL - Einstein, Eddington and the Eclipse . A global

history of the total solar eclipse of 1919. This historiographical approach has also opened the way to

participate in international academic consortiums like the International Commission for the His-
tory of Universities , Association d"Histoire des Sociétés Rurales , Commission Internationale pour
I'Histoire des Villes , and the Associacao Ibérica de Histéria Ferroviaria . This is also reflected in par-

ticipation in international publications in indexed journals or books, attendance, and organization

of colloquia designed to bring Portuguese issues into international narratives.

Stemming from a previous research center , this team was initially made up of professors of Iscte .
More recently, this research group has incorporated more post -doc researchers, selected in na-
tional and international contexts. These researchers have been particularly welcome as they are
fundamental to broadening the scope of the research fields (historical approaches to cultural her-

itage and environmental history are cases in point), attracting further dynamic and junior re-

searchers .
The integration in CIES has been fundamental in the development of this Group . Its strongly inter-
disciplinary nature has been a source of inspiration and mobilization allowing the incorporati on of
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new methodologies and fields of studies but also contributing to developing a historical under-
standing in the field of social sciences. Furthermore, the group aims to expand involvement in
international and national networks, increase publication records, and contribute to public aware-

ness of History and social sciences.
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CIES-Iscte conducts basic research projects funded by public calls with scientific assessment is-
sued by public and private, Portuguese, and European agencies and foundations and applied re-

search projects directed at the design, monitoring and evaluation of public policies based on the

Researchers can propose projects and other scientific activities with much independence. This cul-
ture of initiative and cooperation is a firmly established practice. It is the source of the Centert ¢
ability to quickly react to the opportunities and challenges in research and enables it to place

emerging, socially, and scientifically relevant issues on the research agenda.
Concerning the overall number of ongoing funded projects, they amounted to 10 5in 202 4.

Of the 43 projects with international funding, the following sources can be highlighted: Horizon

Europe, Erasmus+, AMIF - Asylum, Migration and Integration Fund, CERV - Citizens, Equality,
Rights and Values Program, Creative Europe, EEA (European Economic Area) Grants, EDMA - Eu-
ropean Digital Media Observatory and UKRI - UK Research and Innovation.

Among the projects with national funding, there are a variety of sources, demonstrating the ability

to attract and obtain funding from sources other than FCT. The projects were funded by central

In accordance with the United Nations 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, CIES-Iscte and

well -being for all by 2030. CIES-Iscte intends to contribute actively by addressing research activity

directed towards the achievement of the SDG.

The ongoing research projects are relevant for the following Sustainable Development Goals:
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Publication is a core element of scientific activity as a way of disseminating knowledge and results

to the scientific community and society. Recent years have shown a transition in the publication

pattern of the team of researchers at CIES -Iscte. Despite the increase in articles in indexed journals,
namely in the Scopus and the Web of Science (WoS) databases, CIES -Iscte researchers managed
to keep a balance between the diverse types of publications, maintaining the publication rates of

books and chapters a nd thereby ensuring the presentation of results to the international scientific

community and dialogue with Portuguese society.

The overall number of publications is slightly lower in 2024, mainly due to a decrease in the num-
ber of chapters and of other types of publications (with scientific review) other than articles and

books , as shown in the following table.

The number of articles in journals has increased, reaching the same levels as in previous years, and
there has been a rise in publications classified in the first and second quartiles of the Journal Cita-

tion Report (JCR) andthe  SCIimago Journal Rank  (SJR). Approximately 45% of articles published in
journals indexed in JCR and 73% of articles published in journals indexed in SJR are in the top two

quartiles of the respective databases.

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Observatories and Laboratories play an important role in understanding and addressing societal
issues. Their primary functions include data collection, analysis and dissemination, which inform
public policy, academic research, and public understanding. They also contribute to advanced
training by providing internships and research opportunities for Masters and doctoral students.

The observatories have strengthened their mission of making rigorous and up -to -date information
available to the public in their thematic areas, empowering citizens and contributing to public
policies. While the laboratories have deepened their specialised competences and their cross -cut-

ting potential  towards support for research activities.

CIES-Iscte is also an honorary member of the Communication Observatory ( Obercom ), which anal-
yses and assists in public policies, sector companies and academic research in communication
sciences ,and integrates the Collaborative Laboratory for Work, Employment and Social Protection
- CoLABOR , that was constituted in 2018 under the FCT attribution of the title of Collaborative La-

boratory.
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The Inequality Observatory provides updated information, analyses, and scientific knowledge on

social inequality, fostering citizenship and contributing to the design and evaluation of public pol-

icies to address its root causes. Inequality is studied in di fferent dimensions and levels, using sta-
tistical indicators, international comparisons, and a wide range of constantly updated research and

studies.

Social inequality is multidimensional - not limited to a single factor - and identified in areas such
as employment, income and wealth, education, qualifications and skills, gender, ethnic, racial, age,
health, among others. The multidimensionality of ineq ualities constitutes one of the most striking

features of contemporary societies.

CIES is responsible for the scientific coordination, partnering with the Institute of Sociology of the

University of Porto and the Center for Social Studies of the University of the Azores.
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The main objective of the Emigration Observatory is to collect, harmonize and analyze information
on the evolution and characteristics of Portuguese emigration, by collecting data from statistical

institutions of the countries of destination of emigrated P ortuguese populations.

Annual indicators include stocks (total population, place of birth, nationality, Portuguese origin
and consular records), Portuguese inflows in destination countries, acquisition of nationality in
destination country and emigrants' remittances. Statistical indicators include data on the entry

and stay in the countries of destination, with updating of indicators.

The Emigration Observatory works in partnership with Center for Geographical Studies of the Uni-

versity of Lisbon, the Research Center for Economic and Organizational Sociology of the University

of Lisbon, and the Institute of Sociology of the University of Porto. A cooperation agreement with
the Directorate -General for Consular Affairs and Portuguese Communities, supported by the Min-

istry of Foreign Affairs ensures activities.

At CIES-Iscte, PhD students actively engage in a diverse range of activities while being strongly
encouraged to share the outcomes of their research incrementally and patrticipate in national and

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The Doctoral Colloquium of the School of Sociology and Public Policy (ESPP) is an initiative, held

since 2013, to publicly present and discuss ongoing research within the doctoral programs coordi-

nated by the School's two research centers, CIES -Iscte and th e Center for International Studies
(CEl-Iscte). In 2024 edition was attended by around three dozen doctoral students. They were
joined by researchers and professors with doctorates in political science, communication sciences,

modern and contemporary histo ry, history, security and defense studies, public policy, school ad-

ministration and management policy, social work and sociology.

The Colloguium continues to be an initiative to promote and disseminate doctoral research by
encouraging a broad debate on different scientific fields, but also on research methods, problems

and results.
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European Drugs  Summer and Winter  School

In partnership with the IPPS, CIES organizes two annual training activities :the European Drugs

Summer School _and the Winter School . These are supported by experts from the European Moni-
toring Centre for Drugs and Drug Addiction (EMCDDA).

The winter edition of the school was held online from 26 February to 8 March 2024 and focused
on " Gender -sensitive approaches to drug  -related issues e" and the summer school will take place

in person from 24 June to 5 July 202 4. This year, the focus will be on  psychostimulants.

The schools aim to equip professionals and students with the knowledge and skills to address
complex policy issues related to drug use in Europe and around the world. CIES has been part of

the organization of  this initiative since 2014.
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CIES-Iscte welcomes students at various levels of their studies (undergraduate, postgraduate or
doctoral) and offers them the possibility of working as interns in its laboratories and observatories

or on research projects conducted at the center .

Research internships are a chance for students to contact the reality of a research center. They also
allow them to develop methodological and scientific skills that are essential for the development

of their projects and theses.

During the traineeship, students are mentored by researchers specialized in the topic of the train-

eeship and are integrated into the project team or laboratory where the traineeship takes place.
In 202 4, CIES-Iscte hosted 19trainees: 8 bachelor students and 1 1 master students.

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CIES research workshops _ are meetings where researchers present and discuss methods, pro-

cesses and results of scientific research in specific social science fields.

Six workshops were organized by the Center in 202 4 - all in a hybrid format.
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Every year, the School of Sociology and Public Policy (ESPP) of the Iscte, together with the research
center s belonging to the School, organizes the International Cycle of PhD Conferences. This initia-
tive brings together doctoral program s in Political Science, Communication, African Studies, Soci-
ology, Modern and Contemporary History, International Studies, Social Work and Policies of School

Administration and Management.

The International Cycle of PhD Conferences takes place between October and May of each aca-
demic year. Renowned researchers specializing in various topics are invited to participate in these

sessions, which are held in a hybrid format
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The New Perspectives in Modern History cycle has been taking place regularly since 2005. It is an

initiative aimed specifically at master's and PhD students in the History Department of Iscte but

open to all interested patrties.

The sessions include the presentation of some of the research projects in progress, developed by
Portuguese and foreign historians, from different universities, specialties, and generations. This cy-
cle of seminars provides an insight into the current trends in Modern History research: the topics

that are most developed at the moment, the main problems in focus, the new methodologies, the

sources used, and the new interpretati ons that are being produced.

In 202 4, 5 sessions of this cycle of seminars were held in a hybrid format.

CIES-Iscte is dedicated to making science accessible to all by promoting and disseminating its
research. The research team plays an essential role in advancing scientific culture, not only by shar-
ing scientific knowledge but also by contributing to the critical development of society across var-

ious sectors.

CIES-Iscte actively participates in science outreach initiatives organized by Agéncia Ciéncia Viva,
including Science and Technology Week and school -holiday scientific activities for young people.
Moreover, the Center regularly takes part in the European Researchers' Night, an event funded by

the European Commission.

The center 's research team members also undertake other activities promoting scientific culture,
including events for the general public, scientific articles, participation in TV program s, book re-

leases, etc.
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Science and Technology Week and the Science in the Holidays for Young People program enable
young people to come into contact with everyday life, people, projects and methods at a research

center as part of the research conducted by CIES -Iscte researchers.
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The 2024 Science Week , organized by CIES in partnership with CoLABOR, brought together a class

of approximately 80 secondary school sociology students, offering them a unique opportunity to
cultivate critical and reflective thinking on key contemporary social issues. Through p articipatory
and interactive activities, students were encouraged to explore the social and cultural dimensions
shaping phenomena such as birth, citizenship, and labor. By promoting interdisciplinary dialogue,
the initiative inspired participants to question established realities, propose creative solutions, and
recognize the vital role of scientific knowledge in building a more just, participatory, and socially

conscious society.

CIES hosted another edition of Ciéncia Viva no Laboratério , dedicated to addressing the

challenges of 21st -century society . The summer internship took place from 8 to 12 July 2024 at Iscte

RKnowledge and Innovation, in collaboration with CEI -Iscte, CIS -Iscte, and ISTAR -lIscte.

This initiative aimed to bring science closer to society by demonstrating how research can play an
active role in identifying solutions, fostering scientific creativity among secondary school students

in Sociology, International Studies, Psychology, and Di gital Technologies.

Students engaged in both theoretical discussion and field practice, followed by a critical reflection

exercise on everyday social issues and potential approaches to address them.

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CIES-Iscte has published the scientific journal Sociologia, Problemas e Praticas (SPP) since 1986.
The center has had its own publishing house, Mundos Sociais since 2010. It publishes the SPP jour-
nal and peer -reviewed social science book collections. The center also publishes the journal Ler

Historia jointly with CEl-Iscte and belongs to consortiums that manage the indexed journals Por-

tuguese Journal of Social Science (PJSS) and Observatério (OBS*) and publishes the CIES e -Work-
ing Papers.
CIES-Iscte actively follows an open science policy. SPP articles and the CIES e -Working Papers are

totally available online in their websites and at the RCAAP (Open -access Scientific Repositories in

Portugal) , and Mundos Sociais has published its first books with online editions

CIES-Iscte was a pioneer at Iscte in providing open access to its publications at the Iscte repository.
It has been its largest contributor to scientific documents ( over 4000 available ). The center is a
founding member of the Portuguese Social Information Archive (APIS) and Production and Ar-

chive of Social Science Data (PASSDA) which stores and shares data produced in social science

research projects.

Sociologia, Problemas e Praticas is a scientific journal whose main purpose is to publish sociolog-

ical analysis articles resulting from original research, the development of theory, or thematic eval-
uation. It also accepts papers from other social science areas, where there is an interdis ciplinary
interest. Itis directed towards an international audience, publishing articles in Portuguese, English

Spanish, and French, by authors from various countries.

The journal's editorial stance is governed by principles of scientific quality, paradigmatic pluralism,
and social relevance. It aims to ensure that the articles published make a significant contribution

to the advance of knowledge. Articles submitted for publication undergo a blind independent re-

view by at leasttwo  recognized specialists drawn from a range of countries. The journal Sociologia,
Problemas e Praticas  was established in 1986 , and since when it has been published without in-

terruption. It is indexed in various international bibliographic databases.

Sociologia, Problemas e Préticas remained on track in 202 4 and its three annual numbers (n° 104,

n°105 and n°10 6) were published regularly and punctually.
